· Stakeholder group and plenary in (hopefully) similar governance structure as the SGIP

· Ideally a public-private partnership, weighted towards the private side

· Tanya: Made adjustment to the funding opportunity that extended the deadline (again) for the pilot projects until last Friday but this may be extended again, since it already has been several times

· Amanda: Digging around the NSTIC site and found issue identified with IPR… basically if it is on the website (or spoken on the phone) you can’t maintain IPR

· Intellectual Property Rights? 

· Federal government is going to fund an outside contractor to serve secretarial and administrative role for approximately 2 years but there is no commitment for government funding after those 2 years

· Will go through whatever contract review process that NIST requires

· Similar to what the SGIP has with EnerNex but it will not include technical support – limited to administrative support

· Difficult for the SGIP-NSTIC group to move forward until some these things are determined

· Tanya: We could be relevant at a stakeholder level – potentially for using this instead of companies using their own credentials… we might have some sort of role as a stakeholder to the group but not relevant for the administrative part… Connect the dots, i.e. credentialing occurring with the Green Button Initiative

· Amanda: Been given a mission but do not yet have a target so it is hard to move forward to find something to strike…

· Are utilities and Green Button developers thinking about identity credential and sensitivity of data? 

· Why do identity credentials limited to people? Can we expand the door to standardization and credentialing of devices? 

· So far, the NSTIC people have talked about it but have had limited movement in the device credentialing arena. 

· Fred doesn’t see why a smart meter having an identity couldn’t have a federated ‘vouched for’ identity – trying to understand where there is an opportunity to shoehorn

· Tanya: Doug McGinnis to come from the AMI security group and talk to the group about the involvement of NSTIC dealing with device authentication…

· Fred suspects they would suggest digital certificate signing

· Tanya mentioned a whitepaper that discusses the use of a PKI system with a AMI system

· Fred: Why are we limited to the electricity grid? 

· Answer: We are limited because that is the scope of the SGIP.  NSTIC will certainly affect other types of systems, but the DOE has asked that we specifically focus on smart grid issues.

· Fred: Try not to narrowly define based on the regulatory purview… there may be other applications for the work being done in
