NSTIC Meeting Notes

October 27, 2010


· NIST working on another draft of NSTIC.  Tanya is not authorized to discuss it fully, but can state that some parts have been changed quite a bit.

· Multiple changes to the Benefits and Commitment to Action Sections

· Because the document is going through drastic changes, the NSTIC sub-group has agreed to move slowly until the new document is released.

· Discussed initial concerns regarding usage of the NSTIC framework and possible effects on privacy.
· Realization that nothing is going to fully satisfy everyone, but the NSTIC is a good start.

· Lee A. asked how the NSTIC is going to service in the field.

· Tanya – It will require the system to be clever about what questions are being asked and how they are being asked.

· According to Tanya, the final strategy is due in December and should be announced in November. This was announced during the October 21 Privacy meeting.

· Identity Ecosphere – 

· Different frameworks for different areas:

· Example: Electric sector may have multiple frameworks to operate or just one.  They may be separate from other utility types such as natural gas, water or telephone.

· Consumers may have different framework than 3rd party vendors

· There could be one standard framework for all utility workers in the nation.

· One idea mentioned was to try a small number of pilot projects  - no more than six maximum

· NSTIC team can work with larger CSWG for a bigger project scope.
· Tanya is going to try to bring a couple of people from CWSIG and NSTIC to start talking about what a pilot project would look like.  The pilot would have to begin in Jan/Feb.

· We must start brainstorming now or there will not be time to begin the project.
· Looking for 3-4 ideas to begin with.  They must move the project to an aspect where privacy would be an issue.

· Tanya suggested bringing two people from CSWG on the call next week or the week after for about 35 minutes to report an overview of a potential pilot program.
· The pilot project does not have to involve government offices, but may be funded by the government if possible.
· Persons who drafted HSPD-12 are also working on NSTIC documentation – this is a good thing…
