BACnet
Issues discussed:
· Logging –BACnet will need to address, we will accept that it will not be part of this document, but included in CSWG recommendation
· Stan’s issue – PEV modeling
· BACnet response – charging stations relating to building energy demand is probably reviewed by BACnet Smart Grid Working Group, that will decide which areas are in scope; BACnet efforts are around data modeling, not transactions.  They cannot require cybersecurity for elements that do not exist yet, BACnet will consider including cybersecurity as areas are identified.  
· Avy comments (from email to group)
· 6.4.4 – can this act as a DOS attack?  Reject message is secured (in secured environment) 
· Should secure/insecure environment be specified up front? Develop language along the lines of “Flexible security framework, dependent on deployment.  Need for security in application of BACnet depends on deployment environment.”  Stan to send Frances some proposed language by Monday.
