Jim LeClare: History: 9903 was primarily started before standards work got off the ground. backed by EDF (I think world's largest energy supplier) and targeted for their 35M customers, and already starting various field trials (also recently backed by Japan METI). G.9904 was started in Spain for Iberdrola and their group, with full production going. Both are access oriented, where as G.9902 is fairly new, no test data yet, and forward looking to build off of 9903 and 9904 and include access and in-home (as Stefano noted)
