The CSWG AMI subgroup is working on that effort
Measurement Canada also has some documents that cover broader cybersecurity requirements
Discussion on ANSI C12.1
The introduction was changed to address only cyber-physical security
Aaron: this might make this review seem too different from the others. And less is better in the sections
The decision is to add the cyber-physical introduction to the general introduction.
In addition to specific recommendations related to the specific standards, more general recommendations should be made for a comprehensive standard on cybersecurity requirements.
