The SEP 1.x reviews have been finalized
Since some serious cybersecurity issues were identified and since millions of meters have been deployed with SEP 1.x, there is a need to undertake a risk assessment and identify mitigating strategies
Tentative: The CSWG has asked NESCOR if they can undertake this effort. NESCOR may initially identify the scope of the issues and then may start a separately funded NESCOR-sponsored effort to address these SEP 1.x cybersecurity issues. However, this is still in discussion.
