SEP 1.0 and SEP1.1
Nobody has yet completed a draft document
PAP 18 is quickly developing a document that covers a gateway between the ESI and the HAN that can interact with either SEP 1.0 or SEP 2.0.
Two-way within the HAN as well as between the HAN and the ESI
This may be scope creep, since SEP is supposed to be only within the HAN
DER 61850 cutting across from the utility operations to the DER within the customer site.
The cybersecurity must be addressed.
Different standards from individual silos need to integrate with each other
Action – send SEP 1.1 to Gary Ragsdale
Just starting the review
Many of the NISTIR requirements are policy or procedures rather than technical
PAP 18 does need to include policy and procedures as well as technical
Covering best practices and recommendation
However, the security should be security requirements that are “thou must”, but the technical solutions are not specified.
Use the NISTIR as a checklist of items to see which are applicable to the PAP 18 environment
If there are issues that do not appear in the NISTIR, they should be added to the list that Vicky started (on the CSWG Standards Twiki site)
The CSWG liaisons, Dave Dalva and Paul Duffy, should also be on the CSWG Standards calls related to SEP 1.x
EAX’ is now being fast-track reviewed by NIST for inclusion in their list of approved standards.
Some IEC efforts to use ECC cipher suites for meters (TC13) and IEDs (TC57) are starting up.
Bill Rush will get the draft review of IEEE 1815 to Frances by mid next week.
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
