Discussion on future processes of the CSWG regarding the NISTIR

· NIST may publish an errata to the Catalog in the NISTIR 7628

· Should the Catalog be extracted out of the NISTIR? How do you keep the NISTIR contents up-to-date?

· Form a CSWG PAP?

· This should be brought up to the NIST team to discuss

· Could also be discussed during Grid Interop

· Sustainability is a big issue – so we need to keep it relevant

· Should privacy be addressed in the Catalog?
· The Privacy subgroup is developing a matrix
· This matrix could be used as input

· The DHS Catalog has to be updated every 6 months to reflect its core input documents

· The NIST SG Catalog should also recognize this need to develop a sustainable process
· This could be slightly circular, in that the DHS Catalog and the NIST SG Catalog actually use each 

· Suggestions: Reach out to the people that developed the original input. Keep the mapping to the relevant documents up-to-date.  A person has to have the responsibility to keep this process and institutionalize the process.

· What should the comment process be? The original NISTIR process for getting and responding to comments was very lengthy and cumbersome.

· The DHS Catalog update process is strictly internal. There is no formal comment process.
· Action Items for Vicky: Issues to take to the NIST CSWG Team:

· How can the NISTIR contents remain relevant? Should there be a formal, institutional process for updating it.
· In particular, how can the NIST SG Catalog be updated to reflect new needs and updates of the core inputs to the Catalog, such as the DHS Catalog.

· Should privacy be addressed more completely in the SG Catalog, potentially using the Privacy subgroup’s Matrix as input?
· As the Standards subgroup gets more standards to review, should privacy requirements be expected from some of the standards, particularly those at the Use Case and Business context levels.
