IEEE 1686
Sam is in charge of the update to the standard and the PAR was approved in September.
Have had feedback from many users since the original version came out
· Have eliminated the requirement that this addresses equipment only substations, so now the PAR covers all “field equipment” IEDs
· This may have some overlap with other efforts, such as customer site equipment and DER, etc.
· Sam has involved the T&D cybersecurity group, but will need to be coordinated with these other efforts and constrained appropriately
· Sam would like to include different levels
· IEC 62443-2-4 uses Bronze, Silver, and Gold certification levels – this approach may be used in the update
· May look at different degrees of criticality, based on impact
Frances noted that NESCOR Team 1 is looking at failure scenarios, so the IEEE 1686 group might find this effort useful.
Stan will send Frances his updates to the review.
