· SEP v2? But the PEV work in SEP is being completely redone. PAP11 wants to close so it wants the SEP work to be reviewed.

· SAE standards will be made available soon

Process

· We will need at least a domain expert and a security expert to do a first pass on each standard. It is hoped that the first review can be done within a couple of weeks, but we also recognize that volunteers will need to find the necessary time to undertake that effort.
· The draft reviews will then be circulated for additional review.

· Clarifications need to be made on who gets access to the actual standards as well as who gets to see the draft reviews. Specifically NIST does not want draft reviews to “be made public”.

· Stan will review the draft Meter Upgradeability standard assessment
· Shrinath will provide input on both the standard assessment and the process for reviewing standards

· Frances will (hopefully) submit to NIST the document as both template and review by next Friday
