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The functionality of the ALG should be constrained, based on Use Cases, so that more adequate security can be defined to meet the functionality
· Tunneling - VPN
· Cross-protocol, end-to-end security
· Define Use Cases in order to constrain the functionality of the ALG
CSWG can state that the functionality of the ALG is not adequately defined, so it is very difficult to determine what security requirements are needed, which means that the CSWG cannot agree that the security is adequately handled.
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
