Stan has discussed strong authentication. NIST is revising 800-63 which covers strong authentication. Two-factor authentication is level 3 and multi-factor authentication is level 4.
· Utilities should be able to request the level of authentication they need, and the vendors should be able to state which levels they provide.
· A reference to the 4 levels in 800-63 may not be adequate since there is a mix of normative and informative statements in that document. Also the latest is still in draft form.
Sam Sciacca is starting a revision of the document since it is 5 years old.
· Sam is interested in looking at the CSWG review of the standard as a source of possible additions to the standard.

(Frances’s review:) Description of the Catalog of Standards (from Twiki site)
· The Catalog is a compendium of standards and practices considered to be relevant for the development and deployment of a robust and interoperable Smart Grid. The Catalog may contain multiple entries that may accomplish the same goals and are functionally equivalent; similarly a single Catalog entry may contain optional elements that need not be included in all implementations.
· Scope of the Standards Catalog 
· Standards, guides, and other specifications recognized by the SGIP as relevant for enabling Smart Grid capabilities 
· No endorsement, beyond that of relevancy, is implied by inclusion in the Catalog 
· Objectives of the Standards Catalog 
· Explain value & purpose of the standard/guide for Smart Grid community 
· Influential, but independent of NIST/FERC decision-making 
· Characterize the various specification organizations and their selected documents with respect to their processes in developing the specifications 
· Provide an annotated resource that identifies standards created by recognized SSOs and/or industry consortia that are relevant to Smart Grid applications 
· Identify functional areas of smart grid where each standard is appropriate 
· Relationship to NIST and FERC lists 
· Standards Catalog strives for accurate characterization and relevance to the Smart Grid community, and avoids recommendation 
· Standards Catalog expected to be a larger compilation which can inform NIST and FERC in their decision processes 
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
