5 Reasons Why You Should Be Attending the Spring Face-to-Face Meeting
Sometimes we forget how important real conversations, in real time, in real rooms, can be.
 
You cannot email a handshake. After a conference with your fellow SGIP members, you will gain a deeper sense of who 
they were, how they operated and their personalities. Strong personal connections leads to great productivity according 
to studies conducted.
 
Opportunity to get your answer answered. We have all had the experience of an email trail that went on forever, 
until someone finally picked up the phone and resolved the issue in a matter of minutes. If you have questions or 
a breakthrough idea, now is the time to ask colleagues when they are right there in front of you. Often discussions during 
meal breaks, help in terms of members dealing with decisions, information sharing and exchange, indicating agreement 
or disagreement with issues, and so forth.
 
Strengthen transparency and trust within your team. Trust is an integral part of business relationships and building trust 
is clearly a function of having repeated personal interactions with one another. This is not to say that trust cannot be built 
using computer based technologies, but the research evidence suggests that it takes longer to build. In person allows 
for geographic and psychological borders to be broken, instilling trust and building a bond between members. 
 
Brainstorming and problem-solving occur faster. Studies have shown people feel more inspired in an actual versus 
virtual environment. By creating bonds and raising the comfort level amongst team members through a face to face 
meeting, productivity in a virtual team may actually increase.
 
You cannot share a beer via GoToMeeting. Face-to-face business meetings allow “side-line” conversations among 
participants that are often very valuable in accomplishing the various tasks and duties. As much as we love our 
computer-mediated communication, it still can’t replace good old personal time. 
 
In a 2009 Harvard Business Review survey, 95 percent of respondents viewed in-person meetings as a key to success in 
building long-term relationships. Casual acquaintances today could be future business partners tomorrow.
