The Smart Grid Testing & Certification Committee and ITCAs
The Smart Grid Testing & Certification Committee (SGTCC) is actively engaging with Interoperability Testing & 
Certification Authorities (ITCAs) as they implement the recommendations and best practices detailed in its 
Interoperability Process Reference Manual (IPRM) released in January 2011. The SGTCC views 2011 as a transition 
year during which it will provide guidance and assessment artifacts, as well as advisory support to ITCAs that are 
committed to migrate towards IPRM implementation for their testing and certification activities. A number of ITCAs 
have already indicated their intent to adopt these recommendations and have begun coordinating with the SGTCC 
in their efforts.
 
The SGTCC encourages existing ITCAs, as well as emerging ITCAs forming to address identified testing needs, to 
contact Rik Drummond, SGTCC Chairman to learn more about support available from the SGTCC.
 
Additionally, the SGTCC will be delivering an overview tutorial on the IPRM during the upcoming SGIP meetings in 
Nashville. This session will take place on Wednesday, March 30th at 2:15 pm, as part of the scheduled SGTCC 
meeting sessions (http://collaborate.nist.gov/twiki-sggrid/bin/view/SmartGrid/Spring2011MtgDetails). ITCAs and 
other interested stakeholders are welcome to participate to learn more about the IPRM.
