. Team Effectiveness: SGIPGB Members will be capable of working effectively as a team within the scope of the SGIPGB.
. Outreach: SGIPGB Members will be able to relay and leverage SGIPGB messages through the stakeholder community,
contributing to underlying consensus building goals of the SGIPGB.
. Recognition: SGIPGB Members will be recognized experts in their technical fields of endeavor

. Commitment: Members will be committed to contribute time and effort to SGIPGB activities.
