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New Working Group Established on Electromagnetic Interoperability

A new working group, the Electromagnetic Interoperability Issues Working Group (EMIIWG), has been established within
the SGIP. The group will investigate enhancing the immunity of Smart Grid devices and systems to the detrimental effects
of natural and man-made electromagnetic interference, both radiated and conducted. The focus is to address

these electromagnetic compatibility (EMC) issues and to develop recommendations for the application of standards and
testing criteria to ensure EMC for the Smart Grid, with a particular focus on issues directly related to interoperability of
Smart Grid devices and systems, including impacts, avoidance, generation and mitigation of and immunity to

electromagnetic interference.

The group is planning to have their first meeting (teleconference/web) in late October.
