SEEKS INTERESTED SGIP MEMBERS TO PARTICIPATE
 
The charter of the SGIP IPR Working Group is as follows:
“The SGIP IPR Working Group is charged to develop and maintain the SGIP IPR Policy, and to provide a Forum to review 
and recommend revisions and additions to the SGIP IPR Policy.  The IPR WG will also make recommendations related to 
the SGIP IPR Policy for the SGIP Operations Manual.  It will also be the location for initial discussions for all IPR 
matters whether related to patents, copyrights, trademarks, or other forms of IPR.”
 
If you are interested in participating in the SGIP IPR Working Group, either as an active participant or just to monitor its 
work, please email me ASAP so we can get you on the distribution list.

We will look at what the SGIP needs internally related to an SGIP IPR Policy, and as explained during Mark Klerer’s 
presentations this past week at the SGIP Governing Board meeting, with respect to the Standards Catalog: what we will need 
to characterize the “IPR Regimes” of SSOs submitting standards or specifications for consideration by SGIP.  
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I am looking for individuals who are subject matter experts in this area, and familiar with the intersection of IPR, such 
as Patents, Copyrights, Trademarks and Standards Development.  Also those familiar with IPR policies of the SSOs who 
have standards already listed in the NIST Framework document, NIST Special Publication 1108 would be helpful.
 
The working group will report to the SGIP Governing Board, and any decisions on changes, modifications, or adoption of an 
SGIP IPR Policy will be in accordance with the By-laws.  I plan to have a Vice Chair position elected from among the SGIP 
IPR Working Group participants, again in accordance with the By-laws. The Vice Chair will need to be a subject matter expert.
 
So in your email to Malcolm and me: 


•         Indicate if you believe you will be an active participant or if you just want to be on the mailing list to monitor the 
work (observing member). If you desire, as an SGIP Participating Member your representative could be your inside or 
outside counsel for IPR matters.


 
•         If you intend to be active, indicate other IPR groups or organizations you currently participate in such as SDO IPR 
groups, trade association IPR groups, or bar association groups related to IPR and standards.


 
•         Finally, review the SSOs listed in the NIST Framework document and advise me of which of those SSOs you participate 
in, and have knowledge of their IPR policies, or if you participate in their IPR oversight group.
