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Call for candidates to serve as plenary officers
 
As outlined in our ByLaws, the Plenary Vice Chair and Plenary Secretary positions will be selected by a majority 
vote of the Stakeholders that comprise the SGIP.
 


•         The Plenary Vice Chair will support the Plenary Chair in performing the Plenary Chair’s duties, and 
ensure that meeting minutes, notes, and other meeting artifacts are posted and available to SGIP members. 
Additionally, the Vice Chair will serve as Chair at meetings where the Chair cannot attend. The Vice Chair will 
serve a two-year term.  
•         The Plenary Secretary will provide all administrative support services to the SGIP membership, 
including but not limited to: scheduling meetings, notifying members of SGIP meetings, preparing agendas, 
and recording and posting minutes. The Plenary Secretary will post proposed additions and deletions to the 
Interoperability Knowledge Base (IKB) upon approval of the SGIP. The Secretary will serve a term of one year 
and may not serve for a consecutive term. 


 
Nominations for candidates must be received on or before 5p.m. EST on Feb. 8, 2010. Submissions may be sent 
by email to the SGIP Coordinator at sgipgb.administrator@enernex.com.


 
Voting will take place February 25 through March 1. An email notice will be sent to all valid Voting 
Representatives. To be eligible to vote for the open Board positions in the February election, your organization 
must be a Participating Member with an identified Voting Representative by February 22, 2010.
