[bookmark: _GoBack]Jerry presented the status of the NIST Framework version 2…anticipate publishing on the Federal Register this Friday.  [NOTE: it was determined subsequent to the meeting that the Federal Register Notice was posted on Tuesday, October 25].This will initiate the 30 day public review.  The document is posted on the twiki at http://collaborate.nist.gov/twiki-sggrid/bin/view/SmartGrid/IKBFramework#Draft_NIST_Framework_and_Roadmap .   Comments can be sent directly to Jerry by email or posted on the TWiki. 
There are nine standards now on the Catalog of Standards. 
Nokhum Markushevich presented the latest document on the Transmission Bus Load Model that includes definition of the actors.  The document is posted on the T&D twiki page. 
Jerry mentioned about Mladen doing a presentation on WAMPAC and relating it to the TBLM. 
ACTION: Jerry will contact Mladen about the giving a presentation to the T&D DEWG on WAMPAC and connecting it to the TBLM.
Nokhum: Remedial action schemes are related to the TBLM. 
Gary McNaughton presented the Standards Information Form for Multispeak…noting that they are working to harmonize with IEC standards with Multispeak.   There is an EPRI project addressing some of the harmonization with IEC 61968.  MS is not an accredited SDO under ANSI.  It is an industry consortium with about 60 utilities and 15 countries.  Not sure how many users since older versions of MS are downloadable and can be used by anyone.   Heaviest use in Canada, Mexico, and Central America, some use in Africa.  MS is an open process and looking to formalizing IPR policy.  Also looking into becoming accredited as an SDO.   Testing is now being done by UIsol and looking to get others at this time. 
Frances: Cyber security? 
 A. Technical committee next week we hope to develop a set of recommendations. WS security implementation…hoping for a tighter specification related to security.  Frances and Gary are working together on this. 
SGAC review of MS is underway. 
Jerry briefly covered the standards review processes noting that CIM Standards and 61850 are under the T&D DEWG.
