2. MultiSpeak Overview – Gary McNaughton

· Some foreign utilities & municipal utilities use MultiSpeak
· Joe Hughes - where do efforts to integrate MultiSpeak with 61850 & CIM stand ? Gary – about 300 use cases have been created; EPRI has a project to harmonize 61850 & CIM Part 9; there is a few years’ worth of work to harmonize MultiSpeak functionality with CIM 

· MultiSpeak covers water & gas now

· Ver 5.0 of MultiSpeak covers the CIM Common Power Distribution System Model; mapping to OpenADR, SEP 2.0, and Green Button; also looking at 61850, especially with respect to harmonization; unification is not in the plans for MultiSpeak

· Stan Klein – CIM web services is a candidate for 61850 web services

· Pushback from the SGAC: the DEWGs and CSWG should determine the risks & requirements for the applications
