PAP Proposals
· Frances: Four quadrants (bi-directional) inverters in EVSEs are very smart distributed in different places with software capabilities.  Given: power system driven by dispersed renewable generation and storage, sporadic, less controllable, EVSEs should be able to participate in managing grid.  Inverter standards are valid for EVSE inverters.  Ancillary services can be autonomously to check and respond to local voltage, frequency.  These are not today’s chargers, except fleet vehicles. Two quadrant inverter can provide grid services in V1G. SAE is developing an information and messages Standards.  The EVSEs are not common today, but developing standards now can drive future technology development.
